The efforts of the CCC to work collaboratively with their respective sailing committees, have been
instrumental in ensuring that participant feedback and perspectives are reflected in the upcoming
season’s calendar.

In response to your feedback and to enhance our Saturday racing program this season, we are pleased
to offer a total of nine race weekends for our Combined Clubs events.

The Long Race Series will retain its core structure but will now feature an early afternoon start time
for three of the six races to help mitigate morning doldrums. Additionally, the traditional Harbour

RATING CERTIFICATES

If you plan to race under IRC or ORC this season, it is crucial to revalidate your certificates before the
first race. With the prestigious Australian Yachting Championships returning to Hobart in January 2025,
it is essential to address your IRC requirements now.

If your boat has not previously held a Rating certificate, you should begin discussing your measurement
needs with a qualified Australian Sailing Measurer — Ratings. Several Measurers — Ratings are available

in Hobart, and your club’s sailing office can provide you with their contact details.

IRC Rating certificates are valid from June 1 to May 31 each year. For more information, please visit
HERE. Additionally, the recent IRC Information Evening with RORC on YouTube is a valuable resource
for your preparations: Information Evening - IRC and RORC.

ORC Rating certificates are valid from July 1 to June 30 each year. More details are available HERE.

Please ensure that you comply with the requirements of your IRC and ORC certificates, as well as any
amendments specified in the Notice of Race for the specific event.

Thank you for your continued support, and we look forward to a successful and exciting sailing season
ahead.
